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Shrnuti

e Pred pandemii covid-19 pattila Ceska republika k zemim s nizkym podilem zameéstnanci
pracujicich zdomova. V pribéhu pandemie covid-19 mira vyuZivani prace z domova
vyrazné narostla a kopirovala protipandemicka opatieni.

e Tato studie mapuje miru vyuZzivani prace z domova v CR pred, béhem a po pandemii
covid-19. Zajima néas, zda se vyrazné vyssi vyskyt prace z domova udrzel i po skonceni
pandemie, podobné jako jinde ve svété. Zamérujeme se také na to, zda rizné demografické
a socioekonomické skupiny vyuzivaji praci zdomova vrizné mife a zda soucasna mira
vyuzivani prace z domova odpovida pranim a preferencim rtznych skupin pracovnika.

e Na zakladé dat zlet 2018—2023 ukazujeme, ze v diisledku pandemie doslo k vyraznému
a trvalému nardistu vyuzivani prace z domova i v CR. Po definitivnim konci pandemie z kraje
roku 2023 pracoval z domova kazdy desaty zameéstnanec, pred ni to byl jen kazdy dvacaty.
Zameéstnanci pracujici z domova tak ¢ini nejcastéji méné nez polovinu jejich pracovni doby.

e Post-pandemické rozdily v mire vyuzivani prace zdomova mezi Zzenami a muzi jsou
prekvapivé velmi malé. Naopak zasadni roli hraje vzdélani. Lidé bez maturity pracuji
z domova jen velmi ziidka a prace z domova se tyka témér vyhradné zaméstnanci alespon
s maturitou. Z vysokoskolsky vzdélanych pracuje z domova zhruba ¢tvrtina.

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e Nejvice pracuji zdomova lidé ve véku 25-44, u kterych doslo k nartstu prace z domova
7 6 % na vice nez 12 %. K nejvyssimu relativnimu nartstu prace z domova doslo u nejmladsi
skupiny 20—24 let, kde podil narostl pétindsobné (z necelych 2 % na 10 %).

e Rodice déti sice nyni pracuji zdomova o néco ¢astéji nez bezdétni, ale nartist vyuzivani prace
z domova byl v obou skupinach prekvapiveé podobny. Zatimco pritomnost a pocet déti neméa
na miru vyuzivani prace z domova rodicu prilis vliv, vék nejmladsiho ditéte je zcela zasadni.
Mira vyuzivani prace z domova se zvySila nejvice u rodi¢h s mladsimi détmi. Naopak
u matek s nejmlads$im ditétem ve véku 13—17 let byl nartst jen mirny, u jejich otcti dokonce
zadny. Praci z domova vyuzivaji nejvice zeny s ditétem ve véku 0—2, u kterych doslo také
po pandemii k nejvét§imu nartstu. Dnes jich témér tietina pracuje z domova.

e Zatimco velikost firmy nebo pracovisté nehraje pro vyuzivani prace z domova prilis velkou
roli, odvétvi zaméstnani ma pro vyuzivani prace z domova zcela zasadni vyznam. Prace
z domova je prirozené vyuzivana hlavné v profesich, které 1ze zdomova snadnéji vykonavat.
Nachazi se predevsim v odvétvich informacnich a telekomunikacnich ¢innosti, nemovitosti,
penéznictvi a pojistovnictvi. V prvnim z nich dnes pracuje alespon ¢astecné z domova cela
polovina zaméstnanc.

e Mezi partnery v domacnostech existuje pozitivni korelace v mire vyuzivani prace z domova
i jeji frekvenci. Pokud nékdo nepracuje z domova viibec, je velmi pravdépodobné, Ze jeho
partner také praci zdomova nevyuziva. Osoby, které pracuji vice z domova nez z prace, maji
partnery, ktefi také castéji pracuji prevazné z domova. Naopak osoby, které pracuji
z domova méné a jsou Casté€ji v praci, maji partnery, kteri také pracuji prevazné na pracovisti
a zdomova jen mensi ¢ast pracovni doby. Tyto podobnosti ve vyuzivani prace z domova
mezi partnery mohou byt sice zpusobeny tim, ze si lidé vybiraji partnery s podobnym
vzdélanim nebo pracujici v podobnych odvétvich, odrazeji vsak pravdépodobné i podobné
preference partnerti ohledné prace z domova.

e Na zakladé preferenci vyjadienych v Setieni z ledna roku 2023, 66 % muzi a 70 % Zen by
rado pracovalo nékolik dni v tydnu z domova, nejcast€ji dva nebo tii. Preference pracujicich
ohledné miry vyuzivani prace z domova do velké miry odpovida tomu, zda a do jaké miry uz
z domova pracuji. Ne vzdy se vSak preference a realita potkavaji a nékteri pracuji z domova
Castéji, nez by si prali. Zaroven ale vice nez polovina lidi pracujicich pouze na pracovisti
by uprednostnila alespon ¢astecnou praci z domova. Celkové 1ze tedy ocekavat, Ze pokud
se preference zaméstnanci potkaji s moznostmi a viili zaméstnavateld, vyuzivani prace
z domova dale poroste.

e Nariist vyuzivani prace zdomova by v Cesku mohl také vést k vétsimu zapojeni matek
malych déti na trhu prace. Drivéjsi navrat Zen z rodicovské dovolené usnadnény moznosti
prace z domova, ¢i pirevzetim casti péce o déti partnery, by mohl snizit stale pretrvavajici
genderové nerovnosti v mire zaméstnanosti a v prijmech.

e Dokumentovany nartst prace z domova pravdépodobné zvysi dojezdovou vzdalenost a dobu
dojizdéni za praci. To miiZe posilit pracovni mobilitu, zvysit sladéni nabidky a poptavky
po praci a celkoveé zvysit konkurenci na trhu prace. Vzhledem k tomu, Ze prace z domova se
vyskytuje predev§im mezi lidmi s vy$sim vzdélanim a v 1épe placenych profesich, mize dalsi
rust vyuzivani prace z domova také prispét ke zvysovani ekonomickych a socialnich rozdila
ve spolec¢nosti.
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Summary

e Prior to the covid-19 pandemic, the Czech Republic was among countries with a low
proportion of employees working from home. During the pandemic, working from home
increased significantly due to anti-pandemic measures.

e This study maps the extent of working from home in the Czech Republic before, during,
and after the covid-19 pandemic. We are interested in whether the significantly higher
prevalence of working from home was sustained after the pandemic, similarly as in other
countries around the world. We also focus on whether different demographic and socio-
economic groups engage in working from home at different rates, and the degree to which
current rates of working from home match the desires and preferences of different groups
of workers.

e Based on data from 2018-2023, we show that there has been a significant and sustained
increase in working from home in the Czech Republic as a result of the pandemic. After
the pandemic finally ended in 2023, one in ten employees continued to work from home,
compared to only one in twenty before the pandemic. Employees working from home most
often do so for fewer than half of their working hours.

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e The post-pandemic differences in the extent of home-based work between women and men
are surprisingly small. Education, on the other hand, plays a crucial role. People without
a high school diploma rarely work from home, and remote work is conducted almost
exclusively by employees with at least a high school diploma. Of those with a university
degree, about a quarter work from home.

e People aged 25—44 are the most likely to work from home, the share of them working
from home increased from 6% to more than 12%. The highest relative increase in working
from home has been among the youngest group, aged 20—24, where the share has increased
five times, from just under 2% to 10%.

e Although parents are now working from home slightly more often than those without
children, the increase in home-based work was surprisingly similar for both groups. While
the presence and number of children has little effect on parents' engagement in home-based
work, the age of the youngest child is quite crucial. Rates of working from home increased
most among parents with younger children. The increase was modest for mothers with
a youngest child aged 13—17, and there was no increase at all for fathers. Women with a child
aged 0—2 were the most likely to work from home, and also experienced the largest
increase after the pandemic. Today, almost a third of these mothers work from home.

e While the size of a company or workplace does not play a major role in working from home,
the sector of employment is quite important. Working from home is naturally used mainly
in occupations that are easier to perform from home. It is mainly found in information
and telecommunications, real estate, finance, and insurance sectors. In information and
telecommunications, fully half of employees now work at least partly from home.

e There is a positive correlation between household partners in the extent and frequency
of working from home. If one partner does not work from home at all, it is very likely that
their partner also does not. People who work more from home than from work have partners
who are also more likely to work predominantly from home. Conversely, people who work
less from home and are more often at work have partners who also work mostly at their
workplace and only spend a small part of their working hours from home. While these
similarities in working from home between partners may be due to people choosing partners
with similar educational backgrounds or those who work in similar sectors, they are also
likely to reflect similar preferences of partners for working from home.

e Based on preferences expressed in the January 2023 survey, 66% of men and 70% of women
would prefer to work from home several days a week, most often two or three. Workers'
preferences about the extent to which they engage in working from home largely correspond
to whether and to what extent they already work from home. However, preferences and
reality do not always coincide, and some work from home more often than they would like.
At the same time, however, more than half of those working solely in their workplace would
prefer to work at least partly from home. Overall, therefore, we can expect that working from
home will continue to increase, if employees' preferences coincide with employers'
capabilities and willingness of employers to allow working from home.

e Increased home-based work in the Czech Republic could also lead to higher rates of labour
market participation of mothers of young children. Earlier returns of women from parental
leave, facilitated by the possibility of working from home or by partners working from home
who can take over some part of childcare responsiblities could help to reduce persistent
gender inequalities in employment rates and incomes.
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e In the long term, the documented increase in working from home is likely to allow for
increases in commuting distance and commuting time. This may enhance labour mobility,
strengthen the matching of labour supply and demand, and increase overall competition
in the labour market. Given that working from home is primarily among workers with
higher education and in better paid occupations, further growth in working from home may
also contribute to growing economic and social disparities in society.
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
